	EAR CARE


I recommend you flush the ears 1/month for maintenance (after 8-9 months old), and before every bath.  This will reduce yeast infections, which is prevalent with these dogs.  You can lift the ear and take a whiff, and if it smells ‘sweet’, then they probably have a yeast infection.  To treat, warm the bottle to skin temperature (put in a cup of warm water, just like a baby bottle), and slowly dribble a tablespoon down the ear canal, per ear.  The dog will shake their head (and I feed a treat them to make the experience positive), and wax, dirt, etc. will be discharged.  Then take a cotton pad, add cleaner to it, and wipe out the inner ear area, and inside the ear flap.  Don’t use q-tips, you could damage the ear!  When cleaning the ear, and you get a lot of red-brown discharge, then you probably have yeastie ears.  If it persists, or the dog is scratchy at their ears, it’s time to go to the vet for meds.
